Definition of an
unexcused absence is any absence not listed on your
conflict sheet (unless it
seems harsh but it is the only way we can put a show of
this magnitude up in this short rehearsal time.

The theatre will be open and someone will be available to help you find material for your audi-
tion Sept. 7-9th after school. We are also around this summer but call first to make sure some-

one is available to help you.

e Monologue —less than one minute. It should be age appropriate and taken from a play or book. No poetry
or monologues from movies. Look in the library or your own book collection for books written in first

person. It can be comedy or drama.

e Song-16-32 measures of a musical theatre song. The musical was written by Lionel Bart. His other musi-
cals were not as famous but if you find something else written by him that you love that would be a good
choice. Otherwise, listen to the musical and find something similar. If you are interested in the roles of

Oliver, Artful Dodger or Nancy you may sing something from Oliver! if you would like.

e You must have an 8x10 color headshot to audition with a resume attached to the back. We have sample

resumes and headshots available.
o Crew points-returning students must have done some volunteer work besides acting. K-4th grade need

one, 5th-8th need two, and high school need 3. The students record them in the crew point book found in

the classroom. New students can acquire them pretty easily during September and October
o A signed conflict sheet and orientation packet sign off
